ASTREA 2007 PHOTO COMPETITION AND PHOTO WORKSHOPS

Scuba Tours are hosting two exciting photographic weeks in
conjunction with Alan James Photography.  There are up to 16
places available on each week.  The first week will be held mid-
May and will be led by Alan James, who is a major prize-winner,
or Simon Brown, a renowned journalist.  It is a Photo Workshop
for divers who are novice underwater photographers and the
course is designed to improve your camera skills, y our understanding
of photography and your underwater observation, as well as your
skills with Photoshop.  During the week you will bu ild up a portfolio
of work to submit for an in-house competition held at the end
of the week.  Prizes will be awarded for the overall winner plus
a wide-angle prize and a macro prize.  The overall winner will be
offered the opportunity to participate in the Inter national Photographic
Competition held over the first weekend of October, where
enrolment fees covering entry to the competition and diving will
be paid for as part of the prize.

The second week, usually held during the last week of September
and to be run by Alan James or Alex Mustard, is a Workshop
designed for the amateur and professional which will allow them
to get up to speed should they choose to participate in our 4th
International Astrea Underwater Photography Competition 2007
which is to be held during the final weekend of our  Photographic
Workshop.

Hosted by AMP of Tavolara and Capo Corda Cavalo, sponsors
of this event include Mares and Location Sardinia/S ardinia Scuba
Tours. 1st prize is a 65 gram 18 carat gold astrea shell with a
value of about 4000 euros presented by the Spano Foundation.
2nd & 3rd prizes are vouchers given by Mares to the value of
about 2000 euros.  Anyone wishing to join us on thi s fun weekend
is welcome.  The cost per person for the Photo competition
weekend is £ 300 (plus a £ 10 booking fee) which includes 3
star B&B accommodation, diving and all transfers.  Air fares are
not included.  There is an entry fee to the competition of 70
euros which is to be paid locally
on site.
